There is no 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 
or last place. There is only a “ranking” which establishes how well each 
group performs. Groups can earn a Superior (the highest), Excellent, 
Good, Fair, or Poor. With musical concepts such as phrasing, dynamics, 
articulation, and intonation.

Festival season is a time when our groups travel to other schools and 
perform music for judges who listen and make comments while looking 
at the conductor's score. The judges know exactly what our musicians 
should be playing and, many times, the judges have heard or played 
these selections with their own music groups. What I especially enjoy 
about Festivals is that there is no 
“competition.” There is no 1st, 2nd, 3rd, or last place. There is only a 
“ranking” which establishes how well each group performs. Groups can 
earn a Superior (the highest), Excellent, Good, Fair, or Poor. With the 
ranking also comes feedback from the judges, which is both written 
and spoken. We receive CD’s or audio fi les with constructive comments 
on our playing. Those comments help us to improve our performance.
